Also Farmer Clem’s volunteered to host a kids Halloween party, which was well attended.  We hope that many kids in the community had the opportunity to dress up and enjoy Halloween. The number of children in the subdivision has increased in recent years and so has the volume of trick-or-treaters at our doors. We hope good fun was had by all.

We would like to thank members of the community who helped to volunteer for our recent community events.  A special thanks to those who helped deliver the summer BBQ flyer by hand on such short notice. As well, we would like to thank all who helped support the association by purchasing silent auction items, and also the sponsors for the day.

Area rate and parks and recreation update: Plans are under way to look at options for park development in the community. The area rate raised approximately $50,000. The promotion done by Aliant has raised another $3,000. We will request matching funds from all levels of government (but primarily the Halifax Regional Municipality’s planning department) to enable us to begin a development project. Our intention will be to solicit community opinions on a list of development choices.

Regulations and compliance: We have kept abreast of any new developments in the subdivision. At this point there are no official changes proposed for traffic flow (lights or stop signs). Many people are concerned about the volume of truck traffic and speed of not only trucks but cars as well. We encourage all residents to obey the speed limit in the subdivision, especially now that most of us are travelling home in the dark while other residents are taking early evening walks.  

Planning and development: As discussed at our Annual General Meeting, development is ever in-creasing around us ( putting pressure on traffic flow and schooling, etc. We will do our best to represent the best interest of all residents in Kingswood.

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All About Roses

When I first began growing roses, I started with some old favourites from my dad’s garden: a bank of hot pink Hansa Rugosa and a wonderful pale pink Chloris. Encouraged by how easy these roses were to grow, I bought some more exotic beautiful Tea Roses (department store variety) ( all of which perished that first winter. Not to be easily discouraged, I persevered until I learned enough of the basics to select and grow roses that are wonderful and that will thrive in our Nova Scotia climate.

What better place to grow roses than in Kingswood. (We have so much room!) With roses there are a few things to remember in order to plant a garden that is both beautiful and carefree. Roses need sun. The soil should be deep and amended with some good-quality compost. Roses like to be well drained, so these aren’t the plants for that boggy area or woodland garden. When I plant, I make sure I have a hole deep enough and wide enough to spread out the roots. I add a cup of bone meal in the bottom of the hole and lots of water. Spring and fall are the best times to plant. For lots of blooms, I fertilize in the spring and early July. I have had the most success with good plants bought from a rose nursery. 

My collection now includes about 35 different varieties (with no end in sight). Some of my winter-hardy favourites are antiques, the oldest ones being Tuscany (a deep wine rose dating back to 1596) and Jenny Duval (a lovely mauve gallica). If you want blooms from early summer until the snow flies, Bonica is the one for you. Its soft pink blooms are still visible when the last leaves have fallen. With climbers I have too many favourites to mention. Here are but a few: Dublin Bay, Linda Campbell, and Quadra (for continuous bloom in red); New Dawn and John Davis (for the best pale pink); and Albertine (an old climber with huge double peach blooms). If you love yellow roses, Morden Sunrise from Manitoba and David Austin’s Golden Celebration are must-haves. For its beauty, a winter hardiness Iceberg is my pick for a white rose.

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SCHOOLING UPDATE

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As you are well aware, both Hammonds Plains Consolidated School (HPCS) and Madeline Symonds Middle School (MSMS) are overcrowded. The School Advisory Councils (SACs) and the Parent Education Action Committee have been working hard to bring about a solution to this overcrowding. Barry Barnett, MLA, feels strongly that a new school announcement is coming in December.  We are all hoping that this new school is announced and that construction starts in the near future. With a new school being constructed, we will face a difficult but temporary solution to the overcrowding. The Halifax Regional School Board has begun a boundary review of the school boundaries of Hammonds Plains Consolidated School, with the goal of finding a temporary solution to the overcrowding. This temporary solution will in all likelihood be in place for September 2003. We will have to face the fact that there is a strong possibility that Kingswood and area students will be temporarily housed elsewhere until the new school opens its doors. The Boundary Review Committee includes several residents of Kingswood and the surrounding areas; and I have every confidence that these individuals can represent our community, its concerns, and its needs very well. Look for further updates to be sent home through HPCS and MSMS.  The School Board realizes the need for parents to know as quickly as possible where their children will be housed for school so that appropriate arrangements such as child care can be made.  Public consultation meetings will be held as soon as recommendations are in place.

Respect, Responsibility, and Tranquility

Speeding. Noisy, ceaseless construction and truck activity. Dogs constantly barking. Not exactly the picture of serenity that people attracted to the woodland beauty of Kingswood/Blue Mountain Estates expected.

The appeal of Kingswood is living in a country setting, right beside the city. The green spaces, the beautiful lakes, the large lots – they’re all part of a lifestyle choice that residents have made.

The problem is, that dream remains maddeningly elusive in many parts of our subdivision, thanks to some inconsiderate contractors and neighbours.

Speeding and safety. Speeding is a problem on many streets in the area, by both cars and heavier vehicles. Unfortunately, some drivers seem to view straightaways as permission to punish their ac-celerators (and their neighbours). It’s bad enough when speeders are in cars. But when the vehicle bearing down on pedestrians – whether school kids walking to a bus stop, heath-conscious joggers, or new parents out with strollers – is a speeding construction dump truck, the last thing on the mind of those walking is the safe serenity of their neighbourhood.

In the vehicle versus pedestrian competition, the vehicle will always win – by several tons of steel. And “buzzing” pedestrians (driving too close, whether on purpose, to “teach them a lesson,” or because of inattention) is a dangerous game. At night, turning brights on pedestrians blinds them – and they cannot see where they’re walking. This means they can stumble into the path of the car. Usage of brights usually means a car is travelling faster than conditions warrant.
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(Note to pedestrians: Unless you’re wearing reflective gear at night, cars cannot see you until they are on top of you. Wear reflective gear. Responsibility works both ways.)

As well, driving too close to pedestrians subjects them to a wall of air travelling the same speed as the car – the force of which is proportional to the size of the vehicle. A truck, for instance, can create a draft that can suck a pedestrian or cyclist right into it. 

And when there’s water on the road, even a slower-moving vehicle can throw a splash several metres.

The bottom line is that speeding within Kingswood   is unacceptable. It’s dangerous and disrespectful. Provincial law clearly states that the speed limit in residential districts is set at a MAXIMUM of fifty (50) kilometres per hour unless otherwise posted. The following is excerpted from the Government of Nova Scotia Motor Vehicle Act:

Careful and prudent speed

101  A person operating or driving a vehicle on a highway shall operate or drive the same at a careful and prudent rate of speed not greater than is reasonable and proper, having due regard to the traffic, surface and width of the highway and of all other conditions at the time existing, and a person shall not operate or drive a vehicle upon a highway at such a speed or in such a manner as to endanger the life, limb or property of any person. R.S., c. 293, s. 101. 
People who see excessive speeders and/or danger-ous drivers on their streets are urged to report them to the RCMP. 

There are no sidewalks here, and there won’t be for a long time. We must respectfully share the road. To those of you who are considerate drivers – and that’s most of our residents – pedestrians and your fellow neighbours recognize your efforts and thank you.

Construction noise. Construction is part of living in a growing community. However, that does not mean that trucks and heavy equipment have to make residents’ lives miserable by operating early in the morning or late at night, or by using their extremely loud engine (or “Jake”) brakes in a residential area.

Sadly, some contractors seem to have little regard for the people who live and work within Kingswood. Over the course of this past summer, we have worked closely with the RCMP to improve the truck/ construction noise situation.
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For starters, engine brakes (the loud brrrrraaaaatt you may hear from trucks coming downhill to a stop) are illegal (unless there’s an emergency) on streets with speed limits of 50 kilometres per hour or less, as mandated by provincial law. Thus, engine-brake usage is illegal throughout Kingswood. Most construction trucking companies have been contacted in writing by the RCMP and warned against using these brakes. Most have complied. However some, out of ignorance or apathy, continue to use them.

A quick call to the Tantallon RCMP, identifying the truck, should stop the problem. The RCMP will NOT reveal the names of callers/complainants without their permission. The following is excerpted from the Government of Nova Scotia Motor Vehicle Act:

1  Chapter 293 of the Revised Statutes, 1989, the Motor Vehicle Act, is amended by adding immediately after Section 181 the following Section:

181A  The driver of a motor vehicle equipped with engine brakes shall not use those brakes where the maximum rate of speed is fifty kilometres per hour or less.

Construction-site work is governed by the muni-cipality. And there are HRM by-laws that protect residents from construction noise. The following is excerpted from By-law Number N-200, the “Noise By-law”:

General Prohibition

3. (1) No person shall engage in any activity that unreasonably disturbs or tends to disturb the peace and tranquility of a neighbourhood.

In Part 3, “Construction and the operation of any equipment in connection with construction” (Section 11) is PROHIBITED during the following times:

Monday through Friday before 7 am and after 9:30 pm, Saturday before 8 am and after 7 pm, Sunday (and Statutory Holidays, inc. Remembrance Day) before 9 am and after 7 pm. 

Anyone bothered by noise from construction activity that occurs outside these hours should contact the RCMP. Again, you will remain anonymous. But letting it go only encourages those without concern for others to flout the law. Unfortunately, this is the only way to get some truckers and companies to respect residents’ right to live peacefully.
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Dog barking and safety. Also regarding the subject of noise – and respect for the rights of residents to have “peace and tranquility” (as per the HRM Noise By-law) – is the responsibility of dog owners to keep dogs quiet and under control. 

No one likes to make a fuss about an occasional occurrence of unwanted noise. If there is a problem, neighbours may best resolve such matters between themselves. But when a dog owner clearly won’t take responsibility for the suffering his pet is causing through loud barking at all hours, then the only recourse is to make a complaint to the RCMP – who are empowered to enforce civic by-laws. The following, excerpted from By-law Number N-200, the “Noise By-law,” is prohibited at all times:

Part 2, Section 5. Persistent barking, calling, whining or the making of any similar persistent noise by any animal.

A worse scenario is the dog on the loose. It’s also illegal. In fact, HRM “By-law  D-100  Dogs” deals specifically with dogs. Many pedestrians have, at one time or another, been followed or even threatened by a dog running loose. Dogs are pack animals whose job it is to protect their property. To a dog on the loose, the street you’re walking on may be “his property.” Some dogs are simply curious and innocuous. Others follow and growl – or worse.  And if the dog isn’t posing a threat to a pedestrian, then a car could be posing a threat to it. We’ve seen it. The following is an excerpt from the “Dog By-law”:

PART II - DOG CONTROL

Duties of Owners

11 (1) Every owner of a dog which:

(a) at any time runs at large;

(b) at any time without provocation has attacked or injured any person or animal or damaged any property;

(c) is fierce and dangerous to persons or animals;

(d) persistently disturbs the quiet of any neigh-borhood by barking, howling or in any other manner; or

(e) damages public or private property

shall be guilty of an offence under this by-law.

Dogs bring joy and happiness to many people and deserve to be treated well. And the vast majority of dog owners in Kingswood are conscientious and responsible. But unfortunately a few are allowing their pets to ruin the serenity – and safety – that their neighbours have a right to expect (especially late at night).

Kingswood/Blue Mountain Estates is a beautiful place in which to live. It’s our neighbourhood. And it’s our responsibility to protect it. We share it – and the streets we live on – with hundreds of residents all seeking the tranquility and safety it offers. The bottom line is our individual choice: to respect or not. We’re at a critical juncture. The neighbourhood will continue to grow. New families will continue to move in. It would be nice to set a precedent and maintain a neighbourhood that continues to look as good on the inside as it does on the outside. Let’s join together to secure the serenity that is rightfully ours.
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PARKS AND

RECREATION UPDATE

The Ratepayers Asso-ciation Board has appointed a committee to develop viable options for park development (in conjunction with HRM development officials) of the green spaces we have available. The committee (comprised of residents from all areas of the community) has met and decided to follow the direction of a five-year plan as outlined below:

Year 1
( A parking area at the end of the large Kingswood park site ($15,000)

( A trail at the same site ($40,000). (This trail would be for walking/hiking but also serve as a good jogging/running site. It would be 1.25 kilometres in length and go around the perimeter of the park site.)

Years 2 to 5
( A field area at the end of the above-mentioned site ($150,000 required to start). This would not include fencing, posts, bleachers, etc. It would be an open grassed field area.

Other possible park-development projects include:

( Water access (a dock/wharf) from the canoe launch at the Long Lake and/or Schmidt Lake park site(s)

( A paved area that could be used for roller blading/ball hockey during the summer months and for skating in the winter

( A winter sliding hill (cleared during summer  months in preparation for winter use)

The committee is seeking input from residents so that other ideas may be brought forward. If you have any suggestions, please do not hesitate to contact one of the following committee members:
